COURSE OBJECTIVES

This course is an introduction to the study of human memory.  We will look at data from neuroscience, cognitive psychology, behavioural psychology, and all kinds of other areas.  We’ll even talk about non human memory (which really is what the cool kids study).  Memory is one of the hottest and most exciting areas of psychology and there has been tremendous impact of Canadian research.  We will look at storage, retrieval, encoding etc as well as various models of memory.  

EVALUATION

Tests: (50%)

There will be two term tests in this course.  They will consist of short answer and essay type questions, and possibly other types of items.  Each test is worth 25 percent of your final grade.  Test 1 is January 30, Test 2 is February 27.
Paper (35%)

Each student will choose, in consultation with the instructor, a term paper topic.  This paper should be no more than.3000 words and is due on the last class (April 3, 2019, at the start of class). The topic is something in Memory, it does not matter what, but please talk to me first.

Presentation (15%)

Each student will give a 8-10 minute presentation on their paper topic.  Basically you will summarize your findings.  You will be marked on style and substance.
